Not sure of date, but probably late 1800s, judging from inscription at front: Aldred Farrar Barker. A Present from London, 1886 (‘Benji Barker’ added underneath). Also with text: ‘Some valuable autographs in this fol. See Rogers &C.’

Note books with mottled dark blue covers plus front page with ‘Chambre de Commerce De Nancy. Ecole Superieure de Commerce, 1896. Labelled also 1900-1901, hand written throughout in French.
